Brown to his father to inform him he has been taken prisoner on the Arrasfront at 

Bullecourt and is now on his way to a Prisoner of War (POW) camp in Germany. 

Thomas Baker Brown was one of 16,000 men taken prisoner by the Germans during the 

Spring Offensive of 1918. This was when a series of attacks were launched by the German 

armies along the Western Front (the main are of fighting in Belgium, France, Western 

Germany) to try to win the war.
